What to Expect

· Upon completion of training you will be placed on the schedule by the mass of your preference.

· The schedule is prepared two months in advance. 

· Advance noticed is requested of all vacations or weekends away.  This will help us ensure we don’t schedule your child for a weekend you are gone.

· The schedule is posted in the sacristy and emailed out to everyone on the roster.

· Holidays, Holy Days, Advent & Lenten celebrations are scheduled separately from the “Weekend Mass Schedule”.  An email will be sent out ahead of time to find volunteers.
